Due in Class January 18

Find an I/O related news article in the popular press.  The article should be at least 300 words and may deal with any aspect of I/O psychology.  You may find the article in the Roanoke Times, The New York Times, The Washington Post, Newsweek, Time, Fortune, The Wall Street Journal … or any reputable source.  However, articles like “CEO abducted to Mars and forced to complete leadership training” would not be acceptable.  Articles related to employment law, downsizing, the aging workforce, labor unions, disabilities at work, drug testing at work, leadership, communication, organizational structure, recruiting, sexual harassment, diversity, and the like will do nicely.  Make sure your article is work/employment related.  If you are not sure if a potential article is acceptable, ask!

In 300-400 words (typed, double-spaced, 12 point font, Times New Roman), briefly summarize the main point of the article in the first paragraph, identify the I/O related competencies in the second paragraph (explain how it is related to the science or practice of I/O psychology), and then evaluate the implications of the article in the third paragraph (Is this an important news story or is it trivial?).

Attach a HARD COPY of the article to your summary.  Be prepared to discuss your article with the class.
This activity is worth 20 points.  A late assignment is 10 points off per day, including weekends.
